WORSHIP WITH US 
Please join us for our Good Friday Service on 
April 2, from 12:10 — 12:40 p.m. During this brief 
service we will reflect upon the good news of Jesus’ 
last words from the cross. The First Presby Thespies 
will present a tableau to accompany our scripture 
reading. 

In addition to our joyful worship on Easter Sunday,  we will celebrate 
our Lord’s resurrection with an  Agape Feast during the Sunday 
School hour (9:45—10:45 a.m.) on April 4 in the chu rch dining room.  

What is an Agape Feast? The Love Feast, or Agape Meal, is a Christian 
fellowship meal recalling the meals Jesus shared with disciples during his 
ministry and expressing the koinonia (community, sharing, fellowship) 
enjoyed by the family of Christ. 

Agape Feasts were commonly held during the first 200 years after Jesus’ 
resurrection. The practice fell out of favor, but was revived during the 
Reformation as certain Protestants were looking to drop some worship 
practices of the Roman Catholic Church and re-discovered the Agape 
Feast. 

In the late 1600’s a German historian named Gottfried Arnold 
rediscovered the Agape Feast and wrote about it. In the early 1700’s 
some Protestants came across Arnold’s writings and began holding Agape 
or Love feasts. The first one was served in Germany on August 13, 1727. 
The Agape Feast has become a tradition of the Moravian Church.  

Our Agape Feast is another way we at First Presby celebrate Easter, the 
Day of Resurrection, and the new family of Christ that binds us all together 
in love (agape) as the household of God. 

Everybody plan to bring your favorite bread/chips &  dip, appetizers, 
sweets, and finger-foods to share with each other d uring the Feast.  
We will sing and give thanks to God for the gift of eternal life and the 
friendships we share in Christ as we enjoy the bounty set before us.

 MUSICAL MYSTERIES REVEALED:  
The power of a dot  

There are two kinds of dots you’re likely 
to see near the notes in your music.  
Dots above or below a notehead are 
articulation marks telling you to sing or 
play the note in a staccato or detached 
style.  The song “Up on the Housetop” 
is usually sung with short, snappy, 
staccato notes.  Staccato notes are 
shortened by as much as the performer 
feels they need to be.  By contrast, a 
dot next to a notehead lengthens the 
duration of the note by an exact, 
mathematical amount.  Such a dot is 
worth half of the note or dot to which it 
is attached.  If a quarter note is worth 
one beat, a dotted quarter note is worth 
one and a half beats.  If a half note is 
worth two beats, then a dotted half note 
is worth three beats.  You can add as 
many dots as you want to a note, and 
each dot will be worth half of whatever 
note or dot is immediately to its left.  If a 
whole note worth four beats and it has 
three dots next to it, the total length of 
that triple-dotted whole note is 7 1/2 
beats: 4 for the note, 2 for the first dot, 1 
for the second dot, 1/2 for the third dot.  
Fortunately for you, most hymns and 
songs we sing in worship never have 
more than one dot.  Whew!
