JOIN A MUSICAL GROUP, BUILD COMMUNITY, AND WORSHIP GOD TOGETHER!

FROM MARY ODIN

When | was a schoolteacher, | took a group of high school students to Russia shortly after the fall of communism. In
conversation with my counterparts in Moscow, | asked another young teacher, “Aren’t you excited about the future of
your country now that the communists are gone?” She replied calmly, “In your experience, political upheaval leads to
improvement. You fought for your freedom and gained democracy. Even your civil war brought unity to your country. In
our experience, change only makes things worse. My grandmother says the czars were bad, but the Party that replaced
them was worse. What do | have to look forward to?”

How do you feel when you hear someone say, “Things are about to change”? If you're like my Russian friend, you brace
yourself for the terrible things that are surely coming. If you're like some others, you get excited and hopeful and
volunteer to help implement the change without even knowing any details. If you're somewhere in the middle, you might
ask, “In exactly what way are things about to change?” You need more information before you're ready to either reject
the change or jump on board.

At the Montreat Conference on Worship and Music in June, we attended a series of lectures by Mary Louise Bringle on
the development of our new denominational hymnal. The first session was about our general receptivity to change of any
sort, which turns out to be a simple bell curve. Innovation and change is brought about by 2% of us. About the same
number of us automatically sing Groucho Marx’s song from the movie “Horse Feathers”: “Whatever it is, I'm against
it!” (and always will be.) Approximately 18% of us support change enthusiastically without the need for further details. At
the other end of the curve 18% of us will adjust to the change eventually, only after it's been accepted by the majority.
The largest number of people (58%) is in the very middle, leaning neither toward change nor toward the status quo. They
want and need information and explanations before adopting the change. Conclusion: The vast majority of us need
information before we decide to support or reject new ideas.

There are at least two big changes coming to us fairly soon. One is our denomination’s new hymnal, which is set to be
available in the fall of 2013. | have been working for two years to inform myself on this one, and | have concluded that 1)
the committee is prayerful and hardworking, and 2) God is in the process. You'll be hearing more details about the
hymnal project in the coming months.

The other big change will come to us next month with our LOGOS program on Wednesday evenings. This is a huge
undertaking for our church, a massive rescue effort aimed at children who are being wooed away from Christ by the
things and ways of the world. The fight to teach our children to put God first in their lives, over soccer and music lessons
and everything else, is not easy. Many of us fight the same battles as adults every day. By modeling Godly ways of life
for our children, they will learn to see themselves and one another as precious children of God. We Christians must
teach this truth, God’s truth, because the world is actively teaching our children to exploit one another to get ahead. As
Christians, we have experienced that God'’s way is better. As Presbyterians, we vow to teach God’s way to our children
whenever we baptize a baby in worship. With LOGOS, our church family will unite every Wednesday to fulfill the vows
we have made.

In everything, do to others as you

would have them do to you.

(Matthew 7:12)

The Golden Rule (Matt. 7:12) came to mind as | read a recent article on the
LOGOS website by James P. Krehbiel (see www.logosministry.org or
www.familyresource.com). Krehbiel discusses manners: of children, teens,
and adults. As | read, it occurred to me that we sometimes do a better job
of scripture memory than of teaching life application of those memorized
texts.

Krehbiel writes, “Have you ever had someone cut in front of you in line?
How about letting the door slam on you when you are entering a restaurant?
What about children screaming in a store because they want something
they can't have? Or parents leaving their grocery cart in a parking lane
rather than returning it to the cart return?” Krehbiel labels this behavior
“incivility,” the opposite of the example Christ gave us as He welcomed and
honored others. “Teaching, coaching, and encouraging our children to
be sensitive, caring and concerned about the needs of others,”
Krehbiel contends, can replace such behaviors as hu rtful bullying,
teasing and gossiping. In everything, do to others as you would have
them do to you.

We will teach our children, kindergarten
through middle school, to be inclusive rather than exclusive as they learn to
be supportive of others, respecting and valuing each other. We look
forward to welcoming your children and their friend s to this program
that includes worship skills (including vocal and i nstrumental choir),
Bible study, recreation, and family-style dinner.

Living Waters for the World Update

The June 29, 2011 page of the 2011 mission Yearbook for Prayer and
Study reads:

On a Monday morning in the village of Hampolol in the Yucatan
Peninsula of Mexico, Maria walked to Emmanuel Presbyterian
Church to get a five-gallon bottle of purified water for her family.
Several years ago a clean water system was installed at the
church by members of the Presbytery of Transylvania, Kentucky,
through the ministry of the Synod of Living Waters. Since then the
children of Hampolol are significantly healthier, and mothers like
Maria are grateful.

On this morning, the water system was closed for renovations.
Maria knew that without clean water, her children risked serious
illness. But just then a truck arrived from a Preshyterian church
nearby that also had a Living Waters for the World system, and it
brought dozens of bottles of clean water. Maria was relieved as
she hoisted the 40-pound bottle onto her shoulder and started for
home.

This is both a story of clean water and the mission ministry of this
presbytery and of the connectionalism of Presbyterians all over the
world. PC(USA) churches partnered with churches in Mexico to
install water systems, and now Mexican Presbyterians are
supporting each other in the ministry of clean water. Partnerships
creating partnerships - what could be better?

Maria's children aren't aware of all the connections that made it
possible for them to drink clean water that day. But we believe that
this is the way in which God intends for us to relate to one another
- caring for the physical and the spiritual needs of God's people

Prayer: God of all people, we pray for those engaged in cross-
cultural mission. We ask that the connections established create
bridges across barriers of place and culture. In Christ's name.
Amen.

As | read this devotional, my eyes welled up with tears and | thanked
our Lord for the good works and commitment of our own First Presby
Living Waters for the World team to bring clean water to the people of
Nicaragua. | thought of how someday soon a child in Nicaragua will not be
aware of all of the connections that made it possible for him or her to have
clean water.

Please continue to keep our Living Waters forthe W orld team in your

prayers as K. Paul Davis, Sam and Lynda Strickland, Dave Thomas,
and Ken and Betti Volkers travel to Nicaragua Augus t 11-15 to
continue preparations for our first installation.
