CROSSING RIVERS IN THE DARK
14 July 2010

Dear Mission Trip Friends,

We miss you all already. You brought much support and love with you to Nicaragua. We wanted to write and thank you for
coming. We know that mission trips are not vacations, so they are not always easy to experience both in country and back at
home. There is still a lot to process, a lot of questions to ponder. We wanted to check in with you and provide you with some
reflections and some tools to stay connected with Nicaragua after your encounter.

Mission trips bring you into intimate contact with another culture, and often into contact with poor rural families. It can be a
moving and disorienting experience, and many travelers have told us that they are not the same. They have experienced a
transformation, but don’t know what to do next. First we want to suggest that the mission isn’t over; it is just beginning.

What does it feel like a month after the mission trip has ended? Does it feel like it was a dream? Do you have moments of
overwhelming sadness as you remember the condition of La Chureca? Do you have moments of thinking, “We want to go
back and share more” or do you have moments of feeling guilty that you are starting to forget some of your experiences? Did
you encounter God in some way through the history of Nicaragua, the work of CEPAD or the voices of the poor?

As you think about your trip you can now put faces, names, and memories to your understanding of Nicaragua. You have
a special relationship with this place that will last a lifetime and will change your views of your neighbors in Latin America. As
we entered into relationships with the poor in Nicaragua (even if it was just an introduction, a one night home stay or a day at
a school with the children), we may have uncovered a sense of our own poverty and vulnerability. During this trip we
journeyed not as those who have much to give and who have all the answers, but as fellow travelers who have a chance to
learn from our neighbors.

What is the next step? We believe the next step is to live the questions instead of solely struggling with them intellectually.
For us the little things we used to complain about don't seem so important, especially as we enter into relationships with
people who have much greater challenges and are often more faithful. This has helped us look at ourselves with more
perspective. There are countless ways in which you can translate your Nicaragua experience in a local context. The
transformational experience and fruits of your reflection can benefit not only Nicaragua but also Charleston.

As the “wow” of the trip wears off and the “what now” enters your hearts, it is a good time to consider some specific ways
to take action and stay connected. Here are a few suggestions:

Pray for your Nicaraguan neighbors. Prayer allows us to lift up our love for our neighbors and put their care in
God’'s hands. Pray for how God is speaking to you through your mission trip. If you are feeling helpless or
confused, prayer can center you and guide you toward action that speaks most deeply to your own experience.

Practice lifestyle integrity.  This is a big term for being more mindful about the way we act, consume and
conserve. Make small changes in your own lifestyle, integrating what you learned about the different ways of living
in community.

Make connections. Address poverty and injustice in your own backyard. Volunteer with feeding programs,
homeless shelters, or domestic violence shelters in your community.

Make commitments of time and money.  Consider setting aside a portion of your money to relieve suffering and
poverty in Nicaragua or in your own community.

As you reflect on your trip you can be reminded that you are not alone, for God has given you companions in your
Nicaraguan neighbors who are praying for you. We know that now when we visit a community we may see a person who was
once a stranger to us and who is how wearing a West Virginia pin or a
cross sent by Mendy and Jon Stoecklin, and that our home church,
First Presbyterian Church of Charleston, has created ties of faith in
Nicaragua.

Thank you for crossing rivers in the dark with us to be present with
the people in Nicaragua, for stepping outside of your comfort zone, for
joining us in this amazing process of getting to know our neighbors and
most of all for being instruments of grace and peace in this place.

FROM MARY ODIN

Recently someone caught me wearing a church t-shirt and asked me where |
got it. | told the person we’d had the shirts made at my church, and this led to a
brief conversation about First Presby. As we parted, | said something like, “First
Presby’s a really great church. You should come visit us some time and see what |
mean.”

Those of us who attended the Montreat Conference on Worship and Music this
year heard our preacher, former General Assembly moderator Joan Gray, give a
sermon based on the story of the Samaritan woman at the well. After her encounter
with Jesus, the Samaritan woman ran back to her people and said, "Come and see
a man who told me everything | have ever done!” (John 4:29)

Why do we invite people to church? Is it because we have a good time at First
Presby and want others to have a good time, too? Possibly. But a Reformed Church
in America pastor friend of mine, Jason Perry, cautions, “That which you use to
attract you will have to use to keep.” Jason was speaking of relationships between
men and women based solely on physical attraction, but the principle applies to us
in the church, too. It is simply dishonest to pretend that being the Church is about
having a good time. If we invite people to church just for a good time, then they are
right to leave when we start requiring things of them. We follow a Shepherd Who
constantly poured Himself out for suffering people around Him. Joan Gray also said,
“If you are not constantly pouring yourself out for others, you're not following the
right shepherd.”

On the other hand, it is quite honest to say to people, “You should come visit
First Presby. It's an amazing group of people. They take care of each other and the
hungry and homeless, giving and giving and never getting tired of it because their
energy is renewed every morning: They all wake up remembering that their Creator
put on a human body to experience the punishment for all their horrible mistakes
Himself. Every morning, they're so amazed and so relieved that God loves them so
much that they spend the rest of their day serving other people out of nothing but
pure gratitude! And if you go there, they'll get busy right away serving you. They'll
actually feel your pain with you and help you get through it. And when things are
going great for you, boy, does that group of people get happy! You should come and
see it for yourself.”

Jesus’ compassion for people is real and intimate. He wept when He learned of
Lazarus’ death, even though He knew He could and would raise Lazarus from the
dead. | believe Jesus’ tears were for the suffering He saw His friends Mary and
Martha having to endure. Our compassion for people should be the same: up close
and personal. It should bring us to tears. If our compassion for someone’s sorrow is
real, then when the healing of a sick body or a sin-sick soul occurs, our joy will be
real, too. Now that’s a good time!

Followers of the Good Shepherd come to church to pour themselves out for
everyone, over and over and over. You can spot them if you look around: They are
the ones who happily sing songs they don't particularly like, just because they have
the opportunity to help others in the room to worship better. You've overheard their
hallway conversations: They are quick to defend one another and always look for
the good in every situation. They give one another the benefit of the doubt every
time. It's hard to offend them, and they forgive and forget very easily. They take
their orders from the Shepherd seriously: “Let no evil talk come out of your mouths,
but only what is useful for building up, as there is need, so that your words may give
grace to those who hear.” (Ephesians 4:29)

| didn't invite that stranger to church for a good time. | invited him because |
know my church is filled with Christ-followers, and | know how we will treat him if he
ever decides to come our way. First Presby really is great church. Everyone should
come and see.

SELF DEVELOPMENT OF PEOPLE DISBURSES MORE THAN $260 ,000
TO FOURTEEN SELF-HELP PROJECTS IN THE U.S.

The Presbyterian Committee on the Self-Development of People has approved grants totaling $260,070 to 14 self-help
projects in the United States. The money is from the One Great Hour of Sharing offering. Projects range from financial
literacy education for newly arrived refugees in Maine to support for a group of residents in a low-income Puerto Rican
neighborhood to create a landscaping service business. SDOP enables members and non-members of the Presbyterian
Church (U.S.A.) to form partnerships with economically poor, oppressed and disadvantaged people in order to help them
achieve self-sufficiency. Below is a brief description of 11 of the 14 projects.

Community Financial Literacy, Portland, Maine: $20,000 to provide this community of newly arrived refugees with
financial education in English and in their language.

Greenhope Alumnae Association, New York, New York: $20,000 to assist former and current graduates of Greenhope
Services for Women reclaim their lives after experiencing incarceration, substance abuse, domestic violence and similar
calamities.

Sunny Wolf Youth Services, Inc., Wolf Creek, Oregon: $18,000 — Many youth in this rural, isolated community live in
homes with no electricity or running water and are struggling to finish high school. Those involved in the Youth
Advancement Program are determined to finish high school and go to community college. This grant will assist in the
purchase of computers, enhance their community center and provide adult supervision.

Trey's House, San Antonio, Texas: $16,000 — Members of this project are brain-injured people who have been out of
rehab for five or more years and have encountered barriers in everyday living and in receiving health services. They come
to Trey's Coffee House to increase their socialization skills through interaction with others. The SDOP partnership will assist
them in maintaining their coffee house.

transenDANCE Youth Arts Project, San Diego, California: $20,000 — The youth of transcenDANCE go through
intensive technical training and personal exploration — through leadership development sessions, community-building
activities and service projects — with the ultimate goal of creating an original performance that synthesizes their artistic
strengths while addressing complex social issues that impact their community. With SDOP funds they will create an annual
youth program called "EXPLORE/CREATE/ACTIVATE".

Anawin Center-Leadership Circle, Chicago, lllinoir: $20,000 — By educating themselves and others on Native American
culture, this group of indigenous people are working to change how others view Native Americans. This grant will assist in
developing leadership skills and passing the native language on to the children.

Sudanese Cultural and Community Development Association, Omaha, Nebraska: $20,000 — This group of Sudanese
refugees was admitted to the United States with few resources and limited English skills. This grant will allow them to invest
in their own training and prepare them for employment, thereby enabling them to become participants in the social and
economic life of their new country.

Long Lasting Community Development Association, Columbus, Ohio: $20,000 to assist in the empowerment of low-
income immigrant women from the Middle East and Southeast Asia through developing life and leadership skills.

United Men in Recovery Inc., Columbus, Ohio: $20,000 — This project will help close the divide with veterans by
providing a continuum of care that deals with the dual diagnosis of mental health and drug addiction that can leave those
who fought for our country fighting for their survival. The program provides residential and support services to meet the
spiritual, social and economic/housing needs facing homeless veterans and their families.

B&J Services (Manuel A. Pérez Neighborhood), San Juan, Puerto Rico: $18,820 — Lack of economic opportunities and
the social outcast of this neighborhood have grown during these difficult economic times. This project will benefit its
members by allowing them to earn a sufficient income to maintain their dignity and support their families.

Joe's Ladder, Atlanta, Georgia: $ 7,800 — Members of Joe's Ladder are here because of life choices and/or mental
health issues. They are attempting to turn their lives around through literacy, education and mentoring, which will result in
them being gainfully employed and able to live independently.
