SESSION PASSES A  
“FAITH BUDGET” 

Author David Platt once said, “Budget 
season is where we come face to 
face with how little we trust God’s 
word.” That statement gives me 
pause.  Budget time is stressful.  We 
worry that we won’t have enough 
money to accomplish our ministry 
goals.  We are afraid we will have to 
make cuts to important programs, or 
(we dare not think it) important 
people.  Yet, aren’t we taught to walk 
by faith in all areas of our lives?  
Does that include the budget? 

The 2012 Budget passed by Session 
at the January meeting is a faith 
budget. The Session and its Divisions 
met several times over the past three 
months to prayerfully discern what 
God is calling First Presbyterian 
Church to accomplish as His hands 
on earth. This budget provides for 
those ministries, yet is frugal and 
practical; it is a reduction in both 
income and expenses over 2011. 
(You recall we had a one-time 
Stewardship Challenge gift of 
$50,000 with matching pledges in 
2011.) However, the 2012 Budget 
has expenses exceeding the current 
level of giving by $44,000. This 
assumes that our members who 
pledged in 2011 will continue to 
pledge at the same level this year.  
We have not yet received all of those 
pledges, but we have faith that we 
will. 

We have faith that the Holy Spirit will 
move people to become more 
generous givers; that those who don’t 
give will see giving as a tangible way 
to express their faith in God; and that 
those who give nominally, will be 
moved to give of their first fruits, 
ahead of their wants and desires.  If 
we need a reminder that God’s plan 
for His kingdom shall come, and His 
will shall be done, glance at the 
words on our dollars: “In God We 
Trust.” We trust He will provide the 
resources needed for what He calls 
us to do.

ECO TIP 
From the Care of Creation Committee 

Excess pounds of carbon dioxide
(CO2) are raising the earth's 
temperature and putting coastlines at 
risk. Think of pounds of CO2 as 
inflated balloons:  One pound of  
CO2 would fill a balloon about  2 1/2 
feet wide. The amount of energy each 
of us uses every day, just to power our 
homes and drive our cars, would fill 47 
of them. In a year, a family of four 
would fill 68,432. This is enough to fill 
a building nine stories tall and 100 feet 
on each side.  

What to do? Turn off lights and 
devices you are not using. Reduce 
heating costs by changing air filters, 
sealing ducts, and turning down the 
thermostat. Change to compact 
florescent lights. This is small fraction 
of the information available: http://
greenliving.nationalgeographic.com/.

The year 2011 ended with a surplus of $8,051 which will be transferred to 
our Budget Reserve (savings).  Although our income was below the budget 
by $97,306, our expenses were also under budget by $105,357. 

This expense savings was due to several factors including: 1) good 
stewardship of money by the church staff--utilizing available resources 
whenever possible, and prudent purchasing; 2) lower utility costs in the 
summer months when the A/C was down; 3) deferral of several summer 
maintenance projects due to the high heat/humidity in the buildings (see #2); 
and 4) lower than projected start-up costs for the LOGOS program, including 
canceling of leader training due to schedule conflicts. Most of these deferred 
expenses will occur this year and be incorporated into the 2012 budget. 

Please continue to be generous in your giving to the church which provides 
for all of the missions and ministries of First Presby.

FROM MARY ODIN 

The other day, Ruth asked me how many seasons there really are in a year. 
Recently, we've had temperatures in the 50's, followed by a school 
cancellation for snow and icy conditions, followed by a warm rain, followed 
by a day with a high of 25. Even for adults, this "winter" has been somewhat 
disorienting. In years like this, I find myself clinging tightly to the seasons of 
the church calendar. We may have Christmas in the 70's and snow for 
Easter Sunday, but seasons of the church year come around in the same 
sequence each year. They are dependable.  

When I was a small child in Chicago, my first two realizations about the 
Christian narrative were these: 1) when I start walking home from school in 
the dark, it's almost Christmas, and 2) swaddling clothes must have been 
more substantial than that diaper up there in the Christmas pageant or Jesus 
would have been dead from the cold. We should get him a hat, at least. 
Those two epiphanies were the beginning of my understanding of the Gospel 
story. 

Later, I remember being confused by the crucifixion of a four-month-old 
baby. Weren't we just celebrating His birth in December? How can He 
already be 33 years old? I finally worked it out in my 2nd grade mind: the 
Easter we're celebrating this year matches up with Christmas of 1939. (I 
could have used a Barb Hopta in my life when I was seven years old.) 

It took several more yearly cycles in church for me to grasp the concept that 
Jesus' life and ministry are telescoped so we can experience the entire 
gospel story in worship during one calendar year. As an adult, I've come to 
appreciate Epiphany and look forward to the birth of the church at Pentecost. 
Every year, through the rhythm of the liturgical calendar, I am a bit more 
connected to the multitude of believers that came before me and those that 
will follow. As we tell and retell it every year, their story becomes my story, 
our story. 

The one thing we must do as Christians during this and every season is 
come to worship. There is nothing we do at church t hat is more 
important than joining together in our sanctuary on  Sunday mornings 
to help tell and retell our story. No Lenten Growth  Group, no choir 
practice, no Sunday School class, no LOGOS night, n o basketball team, 
and no Bible study is a substitute for that one all -important gathering. 
In regular worship, we relive the full cycle of the  gospel narrative and 
grow closer to God and one another with each passin g year. If we 
humble ourselves and allow God to reset our compass es every Sunday 
morning, we find over time that we wander away from  Him less and 
less. And isn't that, after all, what we want for o ur lives?  

With Ash Wednesday and the beginning of Lent this month, we are invited to 
look inward at our sinful selves and outward at our broken world. We can 
spend this special season remembering with gratitude the Great Sacrifice 
that healed our brokenness, and we can respond by making small sacrifices 
to help God heal the brokenness in the world around us. We can give a jar of 
peanut butter to heal the brokenness of hunger. We can clean out one closet 
and donate our findings to heal the brokenness of poverty and want. We can 
give the Baby Jesus a hat, at least.

HOW BIG OUR COMMUNITY IS! 

LOVE ALIVE! – A LOVE STORY 

How do we begin to tell the story of how the love o f God is alive in our 
world, working through people who are open to heari ng His call? 

This love story begins at the Global Market this past October. After attending the 
Presbyterian Women’s luncheon and hearing the stories of the artisans 
represented at the Market, a person in attendance was awakened in the night by 
God prompting her to make a significant financial contribution. This person, who 
will remain anonymous, contacted Mary Kay Boyle and me. After much prayer, 
the Holy Spirit directed us to divide this gift between two organizations with which 
we have a strong relationship: Rahabs Rope and Dorcas Widows. 

On December 19, 2011, we were able to meet Vicki Moore face-to-face via 
Skype. Vicki Moore is the woman who started Rahabs Rope. Vicki told us that 
recently God had led their organization to the city of Mumbai, India, where they 
know that the need is great for providing aftercare for girls rescued from sex-
trafficking.  Vicki stated that they currently were caring for 10 young girls, but the 
need was far greater than they could provide. We told Vicky that we were calling 
to inform her of a gift of $10,000 to be given to Rahabs Rope. Vicky was 
completely overwhelmed. With tears streaming down her face, she stated that 
$10,000 was the exact amount needed to build a care home for 100 girls that 
they knew needed help. The morning that this call was made was the day that 
Rev. Lynn Wood passed away. The new care home in Mumbai, India, will be 
dedicated to and bear the name of Rev. Lynn Wood.  

On January 10, 2012, a second call was made via Skype to Lisa Tschetter,  
co-founder of Dorcas Widows. Dorcas Widows provides assistance for 80 
widows caring for 500 orphans in Kampala, Uganda. On July 4, 2011, 45 of 
these widows’ and children’s homes were demolished, crushed by bulldozers by 
governmental takeover. The Dorcas Widows fund provided the finances to 
secure temporary shelter for six months. Lisa explained that the goal of Dorcas 
Widows is to build four homes on land already purchased to provide safe 
housing for the displaced widows and children. At that point, we explained that 
the reason for our call was to advise the organization of a gift of $10,000 coming 
their way. There is no way to explain the sheer joy on Lisa’s face – the Glory of 
God’s love was radiating thru the computer screen! Lisa stated that $10,000 was 
the exact amount needed to reach their goal. Within seconds of getting off of 
the phone with Lisa, the Holy Spirit dramatically r evealed to us that a home 
in Kampala will be dedicated to and bear the name o f Louise Christensen.  

The way that this story has unfolded secures the knowledge that we serve a God 
of infinite power and resources: a loving Father of one very connected family in 
Christ. We feel confident that this is only the beginning of this story.  

May we all live with our hearts open to hear God’s call and direction to 
each of us as we watch in wonder as God reveals oth er love stories to us.
