From the Pastor

You may be aware of the recent “hubbub” about the Pledge of
Allegiance at the U.S. Open. If you have not heard about it, here it is.
At the U.S. Open golf tournament, held at Congressional Country Club in
Washington, D.C. a couple of weeks ago, there was a patriotic opening
ceremony. In that ceremony there was a reciting of the Pledge of
Allegiance. As NBC aired it, however, something was amiss. When the
group came to the words “under God” NBC edited them out. While the networks seemed
to pay little attention to that, Twitter, Facebook and other social networks lit up with alarm
and outrage. Within a few hours, NBC expressed a disclaimer and attempted to back
away from the whole affair. Similarly, a few years ago, on the show “The View” one of the
hosts had lost a great deal of weight during their summer break. When it was brought up
she spontaneously declared, “Thank you, Jesus!” That expression was broadcast live, but
as the trailing time zones broadcast the show those words were edited out. When called
on that practice, the network said they were concerned someone might be offended.
While these occurrences are as yet occasional, it seems that increasingly our media
culture abhors censorship until or unless it applies to expressions of faith.

As | became aware of the U.S. Open event, what struck me was the cultural shift
we have experienced over the past generation, and the reason that is alarming is because
it is now our media centers that define and shape our morality, ethics, and spirituality.
Those values and standards were once perpetuated and communicated by our various
houses of worship through the scriptures and by — pastors, priests, rabbis, religious
leaders, etc. Now, and in the foreseeable future, our ethical, moral and spiritual norms are
and will be determined by our media centers, and will be what is reflected in our sitcoms,
talk shows, morning (and evening) infotainment shows, and movies. It is a brave new
world and the driver is what sells. For people of faith it means a seismic shift in culture and
faith.

| “channel surf” past the talk show where they are going to reveal the one of many
possible fathers of the child being carried by the honored guest, or view the movie that
portrays the normal “courting trajectory” to be meet, have sex, then decide whether to be a
couple, or the sitcom where the two main characters meet, have sex, move in together,
have a child, and then decide whether they want to stay together or not.

How we deal with it will have immeasurable effects on the future our
children will inherit. It may be time to turn off the T.V., step away from the computer, set
aside the smart phone and engage in life directly. In the midst of all the “noise” of our
society calling us to so many dead ends, Christ is still speaking and scripture still declares,
“Be still and know that | am God.” If we, Christ's followers, don'’t live and declare God’s
alternative life, lifestyle and culture, no one else will. It begins with you and me.

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MUSIC AND WORSHIP NEWS
JOIN A MUSICAL GROUP, BUILD COMMUNITY, AND WORSHIP GOD TOGETHER!

FROM MARY ODIN Recently, someone asked me about an article | wrote in this space about a year ago. For all

of you who missed it then, here is a reprint:

Some churches place most or all of their music at the
beginning of worship, but ours is distributed throughout
the service. Have you ever wondered why? Following is
a description of the musical elements of our worship at
First Presby, from the perspective of your Director of
Music Ministry:

Voluntary — This term refers to an instrumental offering
to God, typically played on the organ, the handbells, the
harps, or other instruments. Voluntary players give gifts
to God on behalf of all of us; our listening to them is the
way the rest of us “sign the card” too.

Chiming of the Trinity — We ring a bell three times to
remind ourselves that God in all three Persons is the
focus of our worship.

Introit — Latin for “He enters in.” For some Christians,
this is the moment when God officially enters the
worship service. For Presbyterians, the introit simply
reminds us that God is always with us. We don’t have
an introit every week, but when we do, it is usually
played by the harps or sung by our children.

Hymn of Praise — We start with a general Hymn of
Praise in which we describe God’s attributes and
acknowledge Him as above and beyond ourselves. It is
critical for our own lips to sing the Hymn of Praise,
declaring that God is worthy of our worship at the
beginning of every service.

Response - This short, musical prayer either mirrors
the Prayer of Adoration that preceded it or leads into the
Prayer of Confession that follows.

Hymn — The middle hymn, the one that follows the
Passing of the Peace, may be your first musical clue as
to the theme of the morning’s message. The preacher
selects this hymn to prepare our hearts for his or her
message, so singing this one prayerfully is one way we
ask God to help us learn what He wants us to learn from
the sermon.

Gloria Patri — Latin for “Glory to the Father,” this
musical response to the Affirmation of Faith immediately
follows the Apostles’ Creed or other corporate statement
of our Christian belief. It's one of only two songs in our

worship that remain the same almost every week. Like
the Chiming of the Trinity, the Gloria Patri points to the
three Persons of the Trinity and declares that God
deserves our worship forever.

Doxology — This song of thanksgiving helps us
remember that our tithes and offerings came from God
and are not payment for our salvation. All blessings
come from God, and offerings are a grateful response to
God’s free gift of forgiveness. Once again, we need to
sing this reminder with our own lips every week!

Anthem or Voluntary - This musical gift comes from a
person or group of people who have been in special
preparation for the day, and every effort is made to
select music which supports the text or theme of the
day. If the music is sung by voices, it is called an
anthem. If it is played on instruments only, it is called a
voluntary.

Concluding Hymn — The preacher selects this hymn to
put the final point on the sermon that he or she has just
delivered. It may summarize the message and/or give
opportunity for us to commit ourselves to the service of
Christ in the world.

Hymn of Parting — We sing this song as a blessing and
reminder of God’s promise to go with us and protect us
as we work for Him throughout the week.

The Book of Order states: “In worship, music is not to
be for entertainment or artistic display. Care shou Id
be taken that it not be used merely as a cover for
silence. Music as prayer is to be a worthy offering to
God on behalf of the people.” (W-2.1004)

At First Presby even the instrumental music we play
while the children come forward is a prayer for them to
learn and for their leader to teach them well. We pray in
many ways: with words spoken or sung together, in the
silence of our hearts, and in agreement with the words of
a worship leader in the pulpit or a musician’s offering.
We distribute all these types of prayers throughout the
service so that everyone may encounter God in a
meaningful way on Sunday morning.
