MUSIC AND WORSHIP NEWS

JOIN A MUSICAL GROUP, BUILD COMMUNITY, AND WORSHIP GOD TOGETHER!

FROM MARY ODIN

This month, a number of us will attend the Montreat Conference on Worship
and Music in Montreat, North Carolina. We will sing, play, worship, and live
together for a whole week. We will meet brothers and sisters from all over
the world and learn from those further along in the faith than ourselves.
Completely removed from the rest of the world, we will be transformed as we
set our eyes only on heavenly things. The week defies description, so much
so that some people refer to it simply as “The Montreat Experience”.

When people throw themselves completely into the Montreat Experience,
they forget to wear makeup, follow the baseball scores, or read the
newspaper. They forget that televisions exist. They stop looking for threats in
the world around them, seeing only the gift of safety that God has provided.
They are grateful for everything. The things and ways of the world grow
strangely dim, like a dream. Everyone looks for signs of God throughout the
day and comes together over big family meals to laugh and talk about what
they've seen.

Many of the same people attend Montreat year after year. By the end of the
week, we inevitably find ourselves looking for ways to bring the elusive
Montreat Experience back home with us. Could we design and lead a
worship service ourselves using elements of what we've experienced?
Should we show photos and host a dinner or make a bulletin board? In the
end, someone always says, “We need to figure out a way to get everybody
to come here with us and have the Montreat Experience for themselves.”

The problem is, you can tell somebody about your experiences and about
how you were changed by the place. You can show photographs and sing
the songs you learned while you were there. But your enthusiasm and
stories can never actually put the Montreat Experience into someone else’s
heart. Each individual must choose to fill out the registration form, drive for
five hours, and stay away from the rest of the world for a week. It's a
commitment, but it's only for a week.

And Jesus asked people to drop their nets, not just for a week, but forever.

It can take years to persuade a committed Christian to carve out a week of
their life to attend a worship conference two states away. Fortunately, it is
the Holy Spirit and not us Who draws people to God for that lifetime
commitment. But Christians must participate in the process: We must make
ourselves publicly available so the Holy Spirit can point people to us for
reference. People who don’'t know Jesus must see clearly that we have been
transformed. They must see what we value, that we can't wait to get back
together with our brothers and sisters on Sundays and throughout the week.
It must be obvious by our talk and our actions that we are grateful for
everything. We must tell our stories and sing our songs so that there’s no
mistaking the One we serve. We must look for God everywhere and invite
others to our big family meals where we laugh and talk about what we've
seen. We must not hide who we are or, more importantly, Whose we are.

I'm sure God is pleased every summer when so many of us have our
Montreat Experience. But we are told over and over in scripture that what He
really wants for all of His children is the Gospel Experience, not just for one
week but for every week for the rest of our lives. Sometimes it takes a while
for the Spirit to convince us of our need to make the commitment, but God
never gives up on us. “The Lord is not slow about his promise, as some
think of slowness, but is patient with you, not wan ting any to perish,
but all to come to repentance.” (2 Peter 3:9)
