FROM MARY ODIN

The night before Easter, Ruth and James and | watched Cecil B. DeMille’'s
epic film, “The Ten Commandments”. It was the very first movie | ever saw in
a real theatre, and | wanted to share it with my children. It was slow going at
first—character development and foreshadowing don’'t do much for a five-
year-old. But it wasn't long before those fabulous special effects of 1956
grabbed their attention and drew them into the story.

Forty years ago, sitting silently in a theatre for three hours with my parents, |
processed the story by myself and recall very little family discussion
afterward. The other night, Ruth and James processed the whole thing out
loud, and | felt like a defense witness on the stand for four hours. Some of
the questions were easy, but some were not.“Is that ketchup in the water?”
“Why is his beard white now?” “Did that little boy die in real life?” “If Moses
walks out of the house with the blood on it, will he die?”

By far the most difficult questions came when the water came crashing down
on Pharoah’s army: “Mommy, why didn't God save those bad guys? You
said God takes care of everybody!” and after an underwater shot of a horse
struggling to the surface, “Was that horse bad, too?”

As | listened to myself defend the gospel to my children, some of my own
deeply-held beliefs were thrown into sharp relief. People really do die
because they are bad. We choose to keep being bad, and we choose not to
paint blood on our doors when God tells us to. God warns us over and over
in story after story, and still we think things will go differently for us. After
chronic, lifelong, defiant, and even revelrous disloyalty to God, we expect
Him to defy the laws of nature and perform a miracle to save us in the end.

And He does.

At the moment in the movie when the Israelite slaves were freed and began
to sing as they left Egypt, James asked, “What happened? Why are they so
happy?” Before | could answer, Ruth explained, “Because it's Easter!” In a
sense, it was.

Unlike Joshua in the movie, we cannot paint blood on the doorposts of our
friends’ and neighbors’ houses to save them from the Angel of Death. But we
can invite them into God’s house, the house marked by Jesus Himself, and
love them so much that they will stay inside.

First Presby has a wonderful opportunity to literally “bless
the feet” of the children and who attend school at La
Escuelita (The Little School) in Nicaragua.

Leslie Clay has volunteered at La Escuelita, a school
for kindergarten and elementary age children who
reside in an extremely poor area of Managua. There
are many needs of the children at the school, but a
universal need of everyone is protection for and
comfort of our feet.

All members of First Presby can be engaged in
