Dia de Gracias Service of Worship: November 20

If you don’t speak (or read) Spanish, you might ask, “What is a Dia de
Gracias service of worship?” It is a “Day of Thanks” service of worship and will
be on Sunday, November 20, the Sunday before Thanksgiving. It will not be a
worship service in Spanish. So don’'t be alarmed. We're using the Spanish
rendering because that is the phrase used in Nicaragua to designate a day for
thanking God for a particular blessing. In the United States, our Thanksgiving
Day is giving God thanks for all blessings, but during this service of worship we
want to do both: thank God for all of our blessings, and thank God for the
specific blessing of clean water for the community of Siares, Nicaragua.

In September, members of our Living Waters for the World team installed
our first Living Waters filtration system in the community of Siares, providing
clean water to the people. This was especially wonderful for the children who
are more susceptible to illnesses from contaminated water. First Presbyterian
Church has supported the LWW team in so many ways and together we have
provided clean water in the name of Jesus Christ, who gives all of us Living
Water for our souls.

When the LWW team concluded their education programs and the
installation of the filtration system, the team joined over 250 citizens of Siares to
celebrate the gift of clean water, giving thanks with prayer, testimony, and songs
of praise to our loving God.

Rituals: Ways to Celebrate
God’s Presence in the Midst of Ordinary Days

Mealtimes, bath times, bedtimes...all are rich with opportunities for establishing
daily rituals with children. Recently several parents of young children shared
prayer rituals. Mealtime blessings and bedtime prayers were two of the most
frequently mentioned times for engaging their children in prayer. Both
memorized prayers and spontaneous ones were shared.

A bedtime ritual that seems to work well for both parents and children is this:

Share a book with your child. Review the day together. Thank God for the day,
for what is around you (comfortable bed and home are two givens), for people
the child might name. And never, ever, be in too big a hurry to leave out the hug
and kiss.

If you are blessed to be putting a child to bed, remember that you are his or her
last image of God for that day. Be thankful;, you are a blessing and so is your
child.

The Unfolding Journey is a devotional, a 2011 Advent Calendar offered by
Presbyterians Today and the General Assembly Mission Council.  This
devotional includes scripture, explanation and prayer for each day of Advent. A
daily activity for families with children is included, that uses Mary and Joseph as
guides. Advent begins on Sunday, November 27. The Unfolding Journey will be
available on the information table soon to help you prepare for Advent.

THE CAPITAL CAMPAIGN
FUNDS

The project should result
in direct assistance to clients, enabling
and empowering them to improve their
situation.

The person completing the grant
application should be a member of
First Presbyterian Church, and the
congregation should have ample
opportunities to participate in the
implementation of the project.
