IT'S ALL ABOUT RELATIONSHIPS!

September 21 marked the beginning of LOGOS at First Presby. The comments
as the children left our first Wednesday adventure with LOGOS leads me to
believe that our year-and-a-half of planning was all worthwhile. “That was
awesome. | can’t wait for next week!” was a common sentiment.

The September 11 entry in the 2011 Mission Yearbook for Prayer and Study was
a well-timed reminder for me of why we do children’s ministry, and specifically
take the time to do LOGOS. Written by Kathy Price, | share that with you now:

“It's all about relationships! My favorite day of the week during the school
year is Wednesday, when | am privileged to build relationships with the
children and youth of our church through our weekly LOGOS program. My
church has committed itself to young people: to learn their names, to have
them visible as worship leaders, to walk alongside them as they become
disciples of Jesus Christ, and to be in relationship with them. As adults, we
know that nurturing young people to a saving relationship with God through
Jesus Christ is the most important thing that the church ever does.

“We practice each week to treat each other as children of God as we play,
study, worship, and eat together. Our church has become an arena to learn
how to be in right relationship with God and each other, so that we can
move outside the church walls and share this love with others. This
transformation does not happen overnight, but | and the other adults
involved are committed to the time that it will take. Relationships are built
by taking a risk, becoming vulnerable, being committed to see things
through, and trusting in each other. We have Christ in the center, leading
us all into deeper relationship.

“We have begun to see glimpses of this transformation in our young
people. The mother of one of our fifth graders told us that her son we
being bullied on the school bus, and in sharing this with her he said, ‘It's
just so hard to treat them as children of God when they do that to me.’ It
made the day of one of our adult volunteers when a child from LOGOS
recognized her at the grocery store and ran up to say 'hi!" Relationships are
growing deep and wide in our church!”

MUSIC AND WORSHIP NEWS
JOIN A MUSICAL GROUP, BUILD COMMUNITY, AND WORSHIP GOD TOGETHER!

FROM MARY ODIN

During my last two years in music school, the United
Methodist church began developing a new hymnal. Most of us
hardly noticed. We were practicing, and we had no televisions
or newspapers to keep us in touch with the outside world,
anyway.

Our music school was massive, with an astonishing 350
undergraduate violin majors alone. In an effort to get in touch
with the student body, the dean of the music school chose
four of us to share breakfast with him each Wednesday
morning. About two months into our breakfasts together,
Dean Webb shared that he had been named service music
editor for the new United Methodist Hymnal. | immediately
reported this to my Methodist grandmother in North Carolina
who replied simply, “Please tell that man to put ‘Onward,
Christian Soldiers’ back in the book.”

The next week, Dean Webb shook his head and said, “Your
grandmother isn’t the only one upset about that. Haven't you
read the paper?” No, | confessed. | didn't get the paper and |
hadn’t seen television since last summer. Apparently,
“Onward, Christian Soldiers” was a big deal for a lot of
people. Dean Webb told me that his colleagues had only
briefly considered replacing it and had just as quickly decided
to keep it. He was saddened by the whole thing: the only
information that had trickled down to my grandmother in her
remote, small town was the part that would sell newspapers.

After that, I'd call my grandmother regularly with updates on
the hymnal, and she’d send back her opinions and those of
her friends. She came to feel she had a great deal of input,
this  90-year-old, life-long Methodist whose macular
degeneration was so bad she knew she’d never be able to
read the new hymnal. No matter. She told Dean Webb there
needed to be some songs in his new book that she could sing
without having to see them, and my faithful friend on the
committee assured her that there would be.

Of the Presbyterian Committee on Congregational
Song, (PCOCS, or “Peacocks” for short) that are
developing our new hymnal, | know three members
personally: David Eicher, Mel Bringle, and Meg
Flannagan. | see in them the same sort of faithfulness |
saw in my Methodist friend all those years ago. But
unlike Dean Webb, David and Mel and Meg and the
others don’t have to bump into the granddaughter of an
old lady in a small town to find out what she thinks.

These people have email. They have a website with
phone numbers and their email addresses posted for
the entire world to see. (http:/www.
presbyterianhymnal.org/) They have Facebook, for
heaven's sake! (http://www.facebook.com/PCOCS)
The PCOCS don't have to depend on newspapers with
selective hearing to get their word out. They have Dean
Webb’'s college student, all grown up now, who
practiced serving as a conduit for a small group of
Methodists years ago, serving joyfully as one of their
Hymnal Advocates today. And this Advocate has lots
and lots of very opinionated friends who have phones
and internet connections of their own.

On the phone the other day, | told our hymnal editor,
David Eicher, that | was about to write this article and
invite everyone | know to lobby the committee for their
favorite songs, their preferred wordings of verses, their
favorite everything. | said, “If | pull the trigger on this,
my friends are going to flood your email in-box. Is that
really what you want?”

His response?
“Fill it up.” deicher@presbypub.com
