A NOTE FROM BARBARA HOPTA

Do you recall the first time you “took communion?” | will never forget my first
taste of communion bread. Our northern Presbyterian congregation
celebrated the Lord’s Supper four times a year. The entire worship service
felt like a preparation for this special meal. As an elder, my dad sat in the
section of pews designated for elders on Communion Sunday. My mother
looked down from on high: her chair in the choir loft was directly in my line of
vision. Mom never missed what happened in our pew.

There was something in that beautiful service that invited me to commune
with the congregation. When the bread was passed, | couldn’t help myself.
| took a piece, placed it in my mouth, and was immediately met by my
mother's look of shocked consternation. Too young to have taken
Communicant's Class, | was considered too young to share the meal.
Mom'’s look spelled trouble; | passed on the offer of the cup.

Times change. In the eighties, the Presbyterian Church decided that
children should be included in the Lord’s Supper. My children were delighted
to participate in a class that welcomed them to the Lord’s Table, long before
they were old enough for Confirmation Class. Inclusion, in this case an
invitation to share a meal with Jesus, was very significant for them.

At First Presby our Preparation for Communion Works hop helps our
young children understand communion at their age le vel. Designed for
children in kindergarten and first grade and their parents or grandparents,
children engage all of their senses as they learn about this special meal.
They look forward to their place at the Lord’s Table with their church family.
Some children elect to retake the workshop, and learn more about the
sacrament the second or third time they come. Our fall workshop begins
in Room A-201 on Sunday, September 25, from 2:00-3: 30 p.m. The
Child/Family Committee welcomes you!

FROM MARY ODIN

In July, my family visited a Lutheran church while we were on vacation in
another city. Their website announced that they would be celebrating
communion, and further research revealed that all, including children, are
welcome at the table. Ruth and James love communion, so we decided to go.

We arrived in time to experience warm greetings, find seats in the third row,
and hear a beautiful organ prelude. Much of the liturgy was unfamiliar, but the
bulletin was easy to follow and all the music was there to read. Soon, we felt
right at home. Every so often, a little voice would whisper, “How many more
minutes until the Daily Bread?” and | would point in the bulletin to the worship
elements that remained before we would receive the Holy Meal.

When it was our turn to go forward, we stepped into the center aisle and slowly
made our way to the front. | received the elements first, stepped aside for my
children, and then—disaster. The pastor, seeing young children unknown to
him, reached down and lovingly bestowed a blessing on each of their heads.
They stared at him in confusion, he smiled at them, and then he offered the
elements to Wayne. As we were swept along down the side aisle, the looks on
my children’s faces were at once crestfallen, confused, angry, and hurt. The
one part of the service that they thought they understood, that they had looked
forward to all day, had been withheld from them. As their mother, | wanted to
protest the injustice on their behalf, “They've received instruction about this,
and you said they were welcome!” Instead, | fought the urge to create a scene
and firmly directed them to return to our pew. It was an effort, believe me, and
a good bit of explaining and forgiveness took place after church that day.

| thought we had done everything right. We had researched churches,
coached and explained procedure, and encouraged patience during the first
part of the service. In spite of all our best efforts, the most well-meaning adults
around them failed my children. You can't look at Ruth and James and see
that they have attended First Presby’s Communion Workshop numerous times.
You can't see on their faces that their child-like grasp of its significance makes
them look forward to communion more than any other part of worship. You
can't look at any person, young or old, and really know what'’s in their heart.

On September 21, First Presby will hold our first LOGOS Wednesday. Through
LOGOS, we all—adults, youth, and children—uwill invite the Holy Spirit to help
us see each person we meet through God’s own eyes, as a precious child of
God. Many more details about LOGOS are found in this newsletter and in
other forms around the church; if you are not signed up to participate in
LOGOS, | invite you to do so now. | also ask you to pray for the Holy Spirit to
lead and guide this new ministry at First Presby. God sees what is in our
hearts, and in spite of our obvious failings, He continues to trust us with the
youngest and most vulnerable among us. We dare not fail them.

Church-Wide Mission Outreach Opportunities

Wow! The Mission Division is rockin'l

Rockin'? How about “is a bee hive of activity”? Or how about “is hot"? After
reading the following, you decide how to describe the Mission Division.

This year the division distributed $98,500 of Trustee Funds to local agencies.

A total of $22,500 was provided to West Virginian and international
Presbyterian missions.

The Capital Campaign Mission Task Force, a sub-committee of the Mission
Division, approved disbursements of $434,519 to organizations and mission
projects. One of those projects is the Habitat for Humanity Blitz Build that is
happening in September. Another is the first Living Waters for the World
clean water installation which will occur in September.

The 2010 Global Marketplace generated sales of $29,784 and Alternative
Gifts of $1,485.

Champions for Children ministry has been successful in supporting at-risk
children through Bethany Christian Services and Children’s Home Society.

Last year the Panera Bread donations were $4,071, which enabled First
Presby to have a positive impact on hunger relief in our community.

Cents-Ability offerings last year were $3,289.
